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Goals

At the end of the semester, students are able to:
1. develop unified and coherent paragraphs
2. use proper grammar and mechanics, such as subject-verb agreement, tenses, punctuations, etc.
3. write various types of texts, particularly descriprive, narrative, procedural, and personal response.

Contents

This course explores writing different types of texts in English. To achieve the goals of this course ,it covers the aspects of writing
such as outlining and paragraph development. In addition, it also strengthens students’ understanding on language aspects, like
punctuation, capitalization and so on. The course takes students’ personal experiences as the topics to develop the paragraphs.

Learning Activities
Classroom discussion on writing assignments, group discussion on different types of texts, and group projects on exhibiting
students’ writings

Assignments

Assignments are the written texts produced by the students. Among the texts, the students have to submit their three best pieces
of writing along with their comments on the selected texts. The evaluation on the texts depends heavily on content, organization,
and mechanic aspects (punctuation and capitalization). Any cheating or plagiarism will not be tolerated.
