* The nonpolar (hydrophobic) tails of phospholipids are oriented in
between polar heads forming a hydrophobic zone.

* Though the phospholipid bilayer is probably accurate, there are problems
with the Davson- Danielli model:

~_— Not all membranes are identical.or symmetrical
— Membranes with different functions also differ in chemical composition and

structure.
— Membranes are bifacial with distinct inside and outside faces.
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— Membrane proteins are not so
amphipathic.
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
